◦ Nonmember fee: $100.00

 Race registration opens December 1, 2012 

 Participants choose which organization 
receives a portion of their registration. 

 All participants must register and pay the 
required registration. (Children in strollers are 
not required to pay the fee) 



 Online Fees (online registration is only 
available until noon April 12): 
◦ $25 until midnight April 8 

◦ $30 after April 8 

 Off line  
◦ $30 until midnight April 8 

◦ $35 after April 8 

 



 Anyone can fundraise for a participating 
organization/program 

 Agencies create their fundraising URL once 
payment is made for Race 

 

 



 Online 
◦ An online fundraising tool is available for Race 

agencies  

 Agencies can forward invites via the online tool or 
email to their supporters and race participants: 

 Donate to their cause 

 Create a fundraising page to support the agency’s cause 

◦ Offline and online fundraising can be tracked online

◦ Pledge forms must be turned in to NFPR no later

 Race registrations:  
◦ 60% to organizations 

◦ 40% to Not-For-Profit Resources  

 Fundraising (to meet the following amounts organizations can include 

100% of their race registrations) 

◦ Under $3000 raised: receive 75% of all fundraising dollars, 
plus 60% of race registration 

◦ $3000 to $4999 raised: receive 80% of all fundraising, plus 
60% of race registrations 

◦ $5000 to $10000: receive 85% of all fundraising dollars 
plus 60% of race registrations 

◦ Over $10000: receive 90% of all fundraising dollar, plus 
60% of race registrations 

 



 Example 

 

 Organization  
◦ 100 runners = $2500 

◦ $3000 in fundraising 

 

◦ This organization would be at the $5000 to $10000 
level and receive 85% of $3000 and 60% of $2500 
totaling: $4050 (minus the online fundraising fees which are 6.5% plus $1 

per transaction - may seem high but it pays for the tracking, transaction and online 
fundraising tool)

◦ Organization’s sponsors do not have the right to utilize 
the Human Race logo (only NFPR’s official Race sponsors).  

◦ Organization sponsors may be listed on any 
organization’s promotional items such as t-shirts, hats, 
etc. 

 



 Participating organizations are encouraged to 
host a booth in the event area to greet your 
supporters, and help others learn about your 
mission. 

 Booth sites are limited and must be reserved no 
later than March 15 

 Organizations must supply any tents, tables, 
chairs, etc. needed. We are only providing the 
space.  

 No stakes can punched the parking lot – sand 
bags or other bulk must be used to weight down 
the tent.
